Her granddaughter, Carly, composed a special song and sang it with Marion's daughter Joan. It was a very special service.
OBITUARY WRITTEN BY MARION’S DAUGHTER, CAROL
Marion Bennett Wilson, 92, of Montrose, Colorado, formerly from Smithfield, Virginia passed away on the 17th of January 2021. She was born to parents Marion S. Bennett and Ruby Louise Coleman, on the 26th of June, 1928 in Smithfield, Virginia.
Marion was raised in Norfolk, but spent much of her childhood in Smithfield visiting family. She often recalled the wonderful times she had with family and friends in Smithfield. She graduated from Granby High School in Norfolk in 1946. She pursued studies in music at Hollins College for two years, and then continued her studies in medical sciences. Upon graduation she worked as a lab technician in Falls Church, Virginia, and Bell Hospital in Williamsburg, Virginia.
In 1950 Marion married James Ricks Wilson, Jr., her husband of 64 years.
In 1965 she joined Ricks in managing Stair & Company Antiques at Williamsburg Ltd, situated on Merchants Square. Seven years later they purchased the business, and it became Ricks Wilson, Ltd. Both retired in 1983.
During her entire life, Marion used her talents and spiritual foundation to positively impact her community and everyone she encountered. Music was a very important part of Marion’s life. She sang with the Madrigal Singers of Williamsburg, in the choir at Bruton Parish Church and Christ Episcopal Church, and was part of many musical productions with the Virginia Symphony. After moving to Smithfield, Virginia in 1990, she also participated in Smithfield Little Theatre Productions, which she enjoyed immensely. Marion played an important part in the success of the “Sundays at Four” program in Smithfield, particularly in promoting local and student musicians.
Marion considered her most important work to be her stewardship and commitment to Christian fellowship, and to “raising the whole spiritual level of the church family”. She was an educational leader at Bruton Parish Church in Williamsburg, and Christ Episcopal Church in Smithfield. She was also a leader and teacher for Education for Ministry, and in the past few years hosted a weekly bible study with her close friends in Smithfield. She cherished those times with Donna, Demere, and Beth.
Marion leaves behind a legacy of love. Daughters Carol Smith (Steven) of Ridgway, Colorado and Joan Foley (Gary) of Mill Creek, Washington; granddaughters, Sophie Hardin Bennett Smith and Carly Ricks Smith Parker (Edison); and countless friends and family members in the Tidewater area of Virginia.
We promised our mother that if she moved to Colorado to be with us, we would take her remains back to her home and lay her to rest with her husband, Ricks, at Christ Episcopal Church in Smithfield, Virginia. When it is again safe to travel and meet together with family and friends, we will hold a memorial celebration of her life in Smithfield, VA at Christ Episcopal Church.

CEC’s “Lost Boys of Sudan” Ministry Update
August 2022

Many thanks to kind CEC souls who donate to this ministry including those at Open Mic Night.  Your donations are helping the last 3 of 6 orphaned relatives of a “Lost Boy” named Samuel Puondak in Uganda.  Samuel was flown to New York via the 2001 USA “Lost Boy” airlift from the dangerous Kakuma Refugee Camp in Kenya where he lived from about age 6 to 16.  Hampton Roads Refugee and Immigration Services (HRRIS) brought him and other Lost Boys to Newport News and Norfolk to be sponsored while in high school and live on their own thereafter.  Samuel completed school and worked hard to find and help 6 of his young siblings and relatives travel from Kakuma to the safety of an inexpensive boarding school in Uganda with the Help of Outreach Africa (OA).  Most of the “Lost Boys” are from the Dinka tribe and were raised in the Episcopal faith.  The Norfolk nonprofit, OA raises funds mainly from HR church members (mainly Episcopal) who have been the main source of support for the 40 “Lost Boys” brought to HR in 2001. The main request from these “Lost Boys” as young working adults was for help to assist them in relocating their siblings and relatives from Kakuma to safety in inexpensive boarding schools in Kenya and Uganda.
CEC Outreach helps OA support Samuel’s brother and two cousins still in Uganda.  These three plan to return to their (relatively new) country of SOUTH SUDAN in 2023.   Non-citizens are not allowed to work regular jobs in Uganda.  Their ability to work as Uber drivers has been curtailed due to Covid and terrorist bombings in Kampala.
In a recent email, Samuel’s cousin, Manyang Jambo Puondak, (CEC’s sponsored student) sends greetings and well wishes to CEC and relates that he continues in college toward his “Clinical Medicine and Community Health Degree” at Clarke International University and the three are doing “pretty well.”  He is aware that the price hikes they are struggling with in Uganda are a global problem.  Funds sent to Manyang in July cover CEC’s commitment through December 2022.   To see Manyang’s communications and more information check out the back bulletin board.  And feel free to converse with me.  
OA is the sole support for a South Sudanese, Dinka orphan family group called Moses’ Group after the  young 20-something young man who was the chaperone in the 25-member group until he was brutally attacked by a marauding gang last month.  He is paralyzed and in a hospital in Nairobi.   Moses’ Group recently grew from 25 to 48- all South Sudanese Dinka children in Kakuma.  The adult chaperone of the 23 new kids was recently killed.   Marauding gangs are a big problem in Kakuma.  OA was asked to help Moses’Group with food and medical by HR Lost Boys with contacts still stuck in Kakuma.  A storm demolished their shelters, bedding and mosquito nets.  St. Mathew’s Episcopal in Norfolk funded the shelters for the 25, The 23 new kids are still sleeping in the open on the ground.  The United Nations High Commission for Refugees (UNHCR) won’t provide a tent or anything except meager food rations and the ground in Moses’ Group compound. OA is fundraising for them and as of 8/14/2022 they still needed $1000 to build their shelters; and $1400 for bedding, mosquito nets, bathing buckets, plates, utensils, underwear.  
After Samuel’s three relatives moved back to South Sudan in 2023, CEC’s “Lost Boys” ministry can focus on “Moses’ Group”.

They don’t ask for much. They just want some stability.  For now Lost Boys Outreach account has a balance of $150 that can go to them.

Kakuma Refugee Camp: Construction started in 1992 when the Lost Boys of Sudan escaped from Ethiopia to Kenya in 1992. 
[image: ]Of 20,000 Lost Boys, between 1992 and 1996, UNICEF reunited approximately 1,200 with their families.  17,000 were still in Refugee camps as of 1996.  About 4000 were airlifted to the USA in 2001.   In July of 2022 the 4-camp Kakuma population was 183,000 people displaced from about 8 countries but mostly South Sudan and includes children fleeing post-independence violence there between 2011 and present day.
Thank you so much to all who support this ministry with prayer and funds.

SURPRISE VISIT FROM AKUA!

[image: ]Betsy Egan had a surprise visit from Akau Daniel Jambo on Monday, August 22nd. We helped support Akau (along with 5 other boys) in Uganda schools so they could escape Kakuma Refugee Camp.
He just finished a 3 month fellowship at Michigan State University and got a ride down to Norfolk yesterday. Had a lovely visit at our house with him today along with Julie Hill, founder and exec director of Outreach Africa (in Norfolk). Akau is a successful comedian who travels around Africa to entertain and raise funds - for refugees (his fellow South Sudanese (mostly Dinka)) in camps in Kenya and Ethiopia.
He is headed back to South Sudan tomorrow. Akau expressed sincere thanks for support for him, his brothers & cousins.
